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The following are the first in a series of interviews with judges by Ginette Miron.  
 
MEET THE JUDGE: 
 

Interview #1: 
Name:  
Raymond Lariviere  
What City and Province are you from:  
Ingersoll Ontario (30 km) east of London Ontario. My wife and I are originally from Sudbury Ontario  
What Breeds have you bred or shown:  

I have owned Dobermans, Whippets, Pomeranians, and currently have a Pembroke Welsh Corgi and Norwich Terriers which have 
all finished their Canadian Championship, some attaining their American Championship.  
I have also owned Airedales which I obtained from Lotus Tutton, (Fairewood) with limited breeding.  
When did you start judging:  
I started judging in 2007  
What group did you start judging and at what point did you add Group 4/Airedales:  

My first group was Terriers.  
When I completed my Terrier permit I was honoured to be asked to judged the Airedale National in Kitchener in May 2009  
Have you ever placed an Airedale in the Group or Best in show:  
Since 2007 I have not have not seen many Airedales in the terrier group and until my assignment at the Ottawa Kennel club in May 
2011 have never given an Airedale a placing in the group.  
What do you like about today's Airedales:  

That's a tough question, as I said; I have not seen many Airedales in my judging assignments. Those that I have seen, up to my 
assignment in Ottawa, were not the type of Airedale that I liked.  
Please compare the Airedales you've judged in Canada, in other countries:  
I have only judged in Canada so I am unable to provide an opinion from a judge‟s perspective on the Airedales in Canada, to say, 
the United States.  
When you are looking at a line-up of Airedales for the first time, what catches your eye, or what is your first impression:  

Airedales are the King of Terriers. I want to be captivated by their presence. They should have an air to them, saying, that this is 
my ring and you better be looking at me. If there is more than one Airedale in the class, I want them up on their toes with full 
awareness of the other dogs in the ring. I don't want to see full out aggression as an Airedale should never start a fight but should 
show that they won't back down. 
What is the most important factor, for you, when looking at an Airedale in the Show Ring (movement, expression, 
confirmation...):  

As previously mentioned, my first impression should be an Airedale with presence. Airedales were also bred with a purpose and if 
they are unable to move in the Show Ring then they will not be able to do the work that they were initially intended to perform. Thus, 
the most important factor is an overall balance as I want an Airedale who shows presence with an air of confidence but also i s able 
to show he can perform his tasks as intended with his movement.

I have bred and owned Sealyham Terriers, Lakeland Terriers, Weirmaraners, Scottish Terriers. I have owned a beagle, 2 Scottish 
Deerhounds, an Irish Setter a Wirehaired Fox Terrier and a Miniature Poodle. 
When did you start judging:  
1989. 
What Group did you start with and at what point did you add Group 4/Airedales:  
I started with Terriers and then Airedales in 1991 

Have you ever placed an Airedale in the Group or Best in Show:  
Yes.  
What do you like about today's Airedales:  
I like their size, presence, their expression and their command of the surroundings 
Please compare the Airedales you've judged (in USA, in Canada, and other countries ):  
I have to compare the Airedale to the breed standard of the country in which they are judged. I think the lack of sparing the dogs 

(just letting them look at each other) in Canada could prevent the judge from seeing all of what the Airedale can be on the day. 
However the Airedale in Canada is very competitive when shown outside Canada 
When you are looking at a line-up of Airedales for the first time, what catches your eye, in other words, what is your first 
impression:  
It is the outline and how the dogs look as far as the mental picture that I have of this breed. 
What is most important for you to see when looking at an Airedales in a Show ring: 

I try to find out where the breed is weak and reward the exhibits that are strong in those areas

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Report from AireCanada Rescue

Poor Old Girl… 

 
 

Recently, AireCanada BC accepted Hailey into rescue. Hailey is ten years old. She is a fairly large girl and looks 
much like our own Ms Pix who is now playing on the other side of the Rainbow Bridge. She was taken to a vet in 
eastern BC to be euthanized for being too much bother. The bother? Well, Hailey's afraid of thunder, has a minor 
heart murmur and, reportedly, some arthritis. She had become expendable due to these issues. 
 
By some magic woven by the vet, she ended up with AireCanada instead of on the wrong side of the Rainbow 
Bridge. The vet concluded Hailey would likely be happier in a "thunderless" environment (his term) and so requested 
that we move her when possible to the west coast where thunder storms occur only rarely. One of our volunteers 
drove a 500 mile round trip from his vacation home to pick her up. He and his wife brought her back to the Vancouver 
area and offered to foster her. These kind people already had provided a forever home to AireCanada rescue girl 
Skeena -- a little Airedale pup who was starved nearly to death when her original owner lost his job and could not 
afford to feed her. 
 
Hailey is a sweetheart. When she came for dinner at our house one evening along with her foster parents and foster 
sister, she was beautifully behaved. Our Airedale, Murphee, thought his beloved Pixie had returned and fell flat out in 
love with her. She even tolerated silly little puppy Daisy's antics. However, we could see that something was wrong. 
Hailey was walking oddly and appeared to be in considerable  pain.  
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A trip to the vet the next day clarified the cause: poor Hailey has a partially blown cruciate ligament! The AireCanada 
vet speculates that this occurred some time ago and must be hurting her dreadfully. 
 
So, at the moment, Hailey is in long term foster care with AireCanada while we attempt to treat her cruciate problem. 
She is not adoptable until we can be assured she is comfortable. She will cost us a few dollars along the way . . . . 
Fortunately, among Hailey‟s angels is our compassionate veterinarian, Dr. Pawel Cichon, who is offering Hailey laser 
therapy at no charge in hopes this will help heal and stabilize the damaged cruciate and Jacqueline at AquaPaws 
water therapy centre  who is helping Hailey as well by providing hydrotherapy without cost . Her foster parents, 
Richard & Tammy Blackwell, number among those angels, too. Aside from driving most of a day to transport Hailey 
into rescue, they are providing food, supplements and a great deal of energy towards improving her health. 
 

 

This is the way rescue can sometimes work -- a dog ends up in rescue's care and requires special treatment. 

AireCanada volunteers and associates  (the “angels”) often supply what they can to help these rescued Airedales but, 

often, an infusion of cold, hard cash is also required. Hailey represents only one such example from among many that 

AireCanada deals with each year.  And this brings me to ATCC‟s exceedingly generous donation of $350 which we 

received recently. We are very, very grateful to each of you who contributed to help rescued Airedales in need.  Every 

penny of your donation will be used to supply medical care or other necessary services to Canadian Airedales who 

find themselves homeless and in need. Thank you so much from Hailey and those like her who have been helped or 

will be helped by your generosity.
